Background

The Energy Commission is conducting a public process to consider and ultimately adopt
revisions to the 2016 Standards, including the Reference Appendices and Alternative
Calculation Method Manuals, and the energy efficiency portions of the voluntary
provisions in CalGREEN.

Workshops held in June, July, and August of this year presented and discussed the
proposals received by the Energy Commission for amendments to these regulations.
