Section 6255 provides
that an agency may withhold information from disclosure where the public interest served
by nondisclosure clearly outweighs the public interest of disclosure. The public interest
in nondisclosure is that disclosure may enable location of sensitive cultural and
paleontological resources sites by thieves, vandals, or persons conducting unauthorized
collection of materials. Appendix B to the Commission’s siting regulations also provides
that this information be submitted under a request for confidential designation. (Calif.
Code of Regulations, Title 20, Chapter 5, Appendix B, section (g)(2).
