Hazard Assessment’s environmental justice scrednigthe community around Etiwanda—my
community--is one of the most polluted and overbagtl in the entire state — ranking in the 91-95%
percentile.

After being a neighbor to one gas plant for oveyéars, we have realized we need to replace thig pl
with reliable, affordable, and local clean energyst-another polluting gas plant. Etiwanda has vdiiab
transmission capacity which should be used foncézsergy. At 60 acres, the Etiwanda/San Gabriel sit
could be used for microgrids, energy storage oergphojects that could provide good, green eneshy |
and training opportunities for our community.

The San Gabriel application has been suspendesb fimng that the application is no longer accuoate
relevant. For example, in the eight years San @hbais lingered at the Energy Commission with a
complete application, air quality, water and t@ffnpacts have changed significantly. Indeed, fégmil
to October 2013, we suffered from 182 dirty airslajnhen smog was at levels believed to endanger
public health. Dirty air days increased in 2014.93.

We and our community thank Energy Commission staff Commissioners Douglas and Scott for
terminating the application for San Gabriel. If tigplicant wishes to pursue a new gas plant irllatpd
area, they need to start fresh, with current envirental information, so the Energy Commission can
understand and assess its impacts accurately armbiwununity can participate in the process.
