The committee consists of five
petroleum fuels market experts appointed by the Energy Commission. These leading energy
economists and experts provide the Energy Commission and state regulators with independent
advice and insights on issues affecting the market, from local policies to global events. Since
the February 18, 2015, explosion at the Torrance Refinery, PMAC attention has been focused
on the three accelerated increases in California gasoline prices that occurred in that year and
the reasons for California’s continued elevated gasoline price compared to the United States
average.
