Dear Supervisor Roberts: 

On September 14,2007, Cartsbad Energy Center, UC, submied an Apptiition for 
CertikWm (AFC) for the Cartsbad Energy Center Project (CECP) to the California 
Energy Commission (Energy Commission) to develop a thermal power plant at the 
existing Encina Power Station in the city of Carlsbad, California. 

The proposed project would be a 5fi&negawatt (MW), combi-cycle generating 
facility that would connect to the electrical transmissin system via 138-kiilovolt (kV) and 
23MV lines that conned to the nearby Sarl Diego Gas and Electric switchyards at the 
Encina Power Station. 

The CECP site is located inan area zoned Public Utikty (PU) which sped f~~ l t yallows 
electrical generation and transmissionfacilities. The total land acreage oftheexisting 
Encina Power Station is approximately 95 acres, indudinga 6bcre parcel containing 
the existing generating equipment and a Sacre parcel uponwhikh theCECPwwM be 
constructed. 

On October 31,2007, theAFC for theCECP was deemed data adequate by the Energy 
Commission and our staff will now begin the discovery and anatysis phases ofour 
permitting process. Over thecoming months, the Energy Commissionwill condud a 
numberof public workshops and hearings on theproposal to determine whether the 
CECP project should be approved for construction and operationand under what set of 
condiions. These workshops and hearingswill provide thepublic and local, state and 
federal agencies the opportunityto ask questions about, and provide input on, the 
proposed project. The Energy Commission will issue notices for these workshops and 
hearings at least 10 days prior to the meeting. 
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We are available to brief you and your staff on the Energy Commission's power plant 
review process and the specifics of the CECP application. Please contad
