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The City of Santee has been a participant in the CEC proceedings and
those of the City of San Diego for over a year. The foundational concern is
that the proposed location of the plant is ALL WRONG for Santee, Mission
Trails Park and the communities of East Elliot, Navajo and Tierrasanta in
the City of San Diego. Although revisions to the project have been made,
the plant would continue to be out of place given its predominant natural
surroundings.

The appreciation of the open area has been expressed before you in
previous workshops and in hundreds of public comments. Santee
requests that Resolution Number R-286328, adopted by the San Diego City
Council in 1995, be added to the record for consideration.

Briefly, in 1995, the San Diego City Council, for and behalf of the people of
San Diego, affirmed State Route 52 between Santo Road in Tierrasanta
and Mast Boulevard in Santee to be a unique highway of significant
aesthetic and environmental value worthy of designation and protection as
a scenic highway.

In spite of revisions to the project design, these are too little, too late and

result in a closer location to State Route 52.
