DESIGN METHOD STATEMENT

THERE ARE TWO ZONES OF VEGETATION: BRUSH
MANAGEMENT ZONE 1 (35 WIDTH) AND BRUSH
MANAGEMENT ZONE 2 (65' WIDTH).

ZONE 1 CONTAINS NO PLANT MATERIAL. SURFACES AND
STRUCTURES WITHIN THIS ZONE ARE MADE OF
NON-COMBUSTIBLE, FIRE-RESISTANT MATERIAL. THE
REMAINING AREA IN THIS ZONE IS PAVED.

ZONE 2 IS APPROXIMATELY 49,200 SF TOTAL AREA.
APPROXIMATELY 32,900 SF OF ZONE 2 CONTAINS NO
PLANT MATERIAL. THESE NON-PLANTED SURFACES ARE
MADE OF NON-COMBUSTIBLE, FIRE-RESISTANT
MATERIALS AND PAVING. THE REMAINING 16,300 SF OF
ZONE 2 WILL BE PLANTED WITH NATIVE, LOW FUEL,

CLEARANCE FROM THE UNDER STORY.

* DEBRIS AND TRIMMINGS SHALL BE REMOVED FROM THE SITE,
OR CHIPPED AND CONVERTED INTO MULCH THEN EVENLY
DISPERSED IN THE SAME AREA TO A MAXIMUM DEPTH OF THREE

INCHES.
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
