Staff has noticed a typographical error in the Final Staff Assessment (FSA) and would
like to correct it. The error is a number that appears in Greenhouse Gas Table 3 on
page 4.1-104 in the Air Quality section of the Final Staff Assessment (FSA). In Row 5,
Column 2, the number should be changed as follows:
