PROPOSED SEQUOIA DATA CENTER 
APPLICATION SUBMITTED TO THE CALIFORNIA 
ENERGY COMMISSION FOR REVIEW 

Overview: On Au~ust 14, 2019. Cl-Santa Clara. 
LLC (applicant) filed an application with the 
Cali fornia Energy Commission (CEC) for a 
Small Power Plant Exemption (SPPE) for the 
Sequoia Backup Generating Facility (SBGF), 
wh,ch would provide backup generation sup­
port to the Sequoia Data Center (SDC) (19-
SPPE-03). The SDC and associated SBGF would 
be located at 2600 De La Cruz Boulevard in 
Santa Clara. California. The SDC building would 
be four stori es and would encompass approxi­
mately 703,450 square feet of gross area. of 
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uses. The SBGF would consist of 54 diesel-fired 
generators arranged In a generation yard lo· 
cated on the west and south sides of the SDC. 
The SBGF would be used exclusively to provide 
backup generation to support the SDC during 
emergency loss of utility power. Total maxi­
mum building load would be 96.5 megawatts 
(MW). A 100-megavolt amps electrical substa­
tion would be located in the western portion of 
the site. 

CEC Jurisdiction and Exemption Considera· 
tion Process: The CEC has the exclusive au­
thority to certi fy all thermal power plant (50 
MW and greater) sites and related facilities 
proposed for construction in California. The 
SPPE process allows applicants with projects 
between 50 and 100 MW to obtain an exemp­
tion from the CEC's jurisdiction and proceed 
with local approval rather than requir ing CEC 
certification. The CEC can grant an exempt ion 
if It finds that the proposed project would not 
create a substantial adverse impact on the en­
vironment or energy resources. In reviewing 
an SPPE application the CEC acts as the lead 
agency under section 25519(c) of the Public 
Resources Code and, in accordance with the 
California Environmental Quality Act, will per­
form any required environmental analysis. CEC 
staff (staff) has begun its review of the appli­
cation. Over the coming months. staff wil l 
evaluate the project through an Initial Study 
and prepare an environmental document. Fol­
lowing publication of that document and con­
sideration of public comments. an assigned 
Committee will conduct a hearing t o deter­
mine whether the proposed project should be 
exempted from the CEC's power r lant licens­
ing requirements. This hearing wil provide the 
public as well as local, state and federal agen­
cies and California Native American tribes the 
opportunity to provide input on the exemption 
request. SubseQuent steps include issuance of 
a proposed decision by the Committee. and 
possible adoption of that decision by the CEC 
at a Business Meeting or hear ing. Should the 
exemption be granted. the applicant would 
still need to secure the appropriate licenses 
and permits from relevant local . state, and 
federal agencies.
