With regard to potential agricultural resources impacts, I’ve also been exchanging information with staff at CDOC, 
Division of Land Resource Protection. On the question of whether the site was ever subject to a Williamson Act contract, 
CDOC staff state that available records indicate the property was not subject to a Williamson Act contract, but that the 
County would need to verify that assumption.
