Thank you for sharing this tire efficiency order idea at today's business meeting. I notice 
that low resistant and high efficiency tires supposedly cause less emissions according 

to today's California Energy Commission's website on this matter. I ask that data 
concerning particulate matter might be considered to be included, if it is available, in any 
future data conglomeration or website that results from this idea. I noticed that there are 

other agencies actively researching tire and braking particulate matter.  
 

As a bicyclist and pedestrian, and mostly past jogger/runner, who has had significant 
sinus issues - especially when bicycling on our streets, it seems important to share tire 
and braking particulate matter, as a side note at a minimum, so that audiences do not 

ignore this type of particulate matter emission, which maybe contributing to public health 
issues. i have often worn a mask, a year or two before COVID-19, especially distance 

bicycling or jogging on our streets. The mask has reduced congestion significantly.
