BACKGROUND 

On March 19, 2020, SV1, LLC, a wholly owned subsidiary of Equinix, LLC, (Applicant) 

submitted the Application to obtain an exemption from the CEC’s exclusive jurisdiction 

to license thermal powerplants with a generating capacity of 50 megawatts (MW) or 

more of electricity.6 

The Committee’s review of the Application is primarily conducted through an 

administrative adjudicatory process. As part of the review process, the Committee will 

conduct an Evidentiary Hearing and receive public comment.7 

On June 24, 2021, the Committee issued a Hearing Notice, which set a Prehearing 

Conference for September 7, 2021, and an Evidentiary Hearing for September 13, 

2021.8  

At the September 7 Prehearing Conference, the hearing officer announced that the full 

Committee cannot conduct an Evidentiary Hearing on September 13 and proposed to 

reschedule to September 21, 2021. The three parties to this proceeding, the Applicant, 

CEC Staff, and an intervenor, Robert Sarvey, confirmed verbally during the Prehearing 

Conference that they could attend an evidentiary hearing on September 21.9 

While this notice and order reschedules the date of the Evidentiary Hearing to 

September 21, the orders and instructions in the June 24 Hearing Notice otherwise 

remain in effect, including without limitation, the Orders Regarding Prefiling Evidence,
