The California Energy Commission (CEC) will host a remote-access workshop to discuss and solicit 
comments on the Renewables Portfolio Standard (RPS) treatment and requirements for energy 
storage devices associated with renewable resources participating in the RPS.

CEC staff is reviewing whether 
updates to this language are needed in order to properly reflect current technology and market 
conditions for energy storage devices associated with eligible renewable energy resources 
currently participating in or seeking participation in the RPS program.
