Background

Created by Assembly Bill (AB) 205 (Ting, Chapter 61, Statutes of 2022) as part of the Strategic
Reliability Reserve, the DSGS program will compensate eligible participants enrolled with their
electric retail supplier (DSGS provider) for upfront capacity commitments and for per-unit
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reductions in net energy load during extreme events achieved through reduced usage or use of
backup generation or both.

Information gathered from public comments will inform the content of the proposed
final program guidelines.
