Under the current EEP submission and encumbrance deadlines, it is likely that
our district and others will not have ample time to ensure that an EEP is

FACULTY properly aligned with the specific needs of local schools. Also, since the
. current EEP deadline occurs before allocations are made from the CDE to the
Dara Soto Proposition 39 program for 2017-18, LEAs would be forced to submit an EEP

Teacher based on estimates and guesses, not on the actual amount of the allocations.

For these reasons, | strongly support a one-year extension of the
encumbrance date, so that LEAs have the necessary time to collect and
analyze the necessary local data, and that EEPs may be prepared and
submitted with a full understanding of available funds.
