The public interest in nondisclosure outweighs that of
disclosure, as disclosure may enable the location of sensitive paleontological resources sites by
entities conducting unauthorized collection or disturbance of such resources.

The Applicant considered whether it would be possible to aggregate or mask the information.
Figures depicting the substance of the material contained within the Information have been

the study area without disclosing specific site information.

5. State whether and how the information is kept confidential by the applicant and whether
it has ever been disclosed to a person other than an employee of the applicant, and if so
under what circumstances.

The Information is accessible to employees or consultants working on behalf of the Applicant,
professionals and others with access to paleontological locality records, including those of the
Stout Research Center at the Anza-Borrego Desert State Park, and regulatory agencies that have
regulatory oversight or other responsibilities over either the Information or the Black Rock
Geothermal Project.
