Project Description: Originally certified as an Emergency Peaker in 2001 as a 95-megawatt,
natural-gas fired, simple-cycle peaking facility on 5 acres of the 10-acre parcel owned by GWF
Energy, Inc in Kings Industrial Park. Certification amended in 2010 to a 120-megawatt combined-

cycle, natural gas-fired facility.

Modification Description: The revocation of the 2010 Amended Final Decision for the GWF
Hanford Combined-Cycle Power Project and the extension of the original 2001 license for the
Hanford Energy Park Emergency Peaker project.

On November 17, 2014, the California Energy Commission approved the above-described project
change pursuant to a regulatory program certified by the California Secretary of Resources under
section 21080.5 of the California Public Resources Code, finding that:

1. The project will not have a significant effect on the environment;
