Assembly Bill (AB) 841 (Ting, 2020) requires, among other things, that no later than May 1, 2021, 
and periodically thereafter, the CEC, in consultation with the CPUC, shall conduct joint public 
workshops to determine if the EVITP curriculum and testing should be supplemented to include 
updated or additional topics necessary to ensure safe installation of charging infrastructure. The 
purpose of this workshop is to satisfy the requirement to seek public input from entities, including 
from labor groups, electrical contractors, electric vehicle service providers, and EVITP staff.
