- Any lands that fall into established viewsheds, including but not limited to scenic
overlooks and vistas, historic viewpoints, turn-outs, scenic highways, National Scenic
Areas, California and National Cultural Heritage Sites, State and National Parks, public
and private campgrounds.

- Any public lands where new roads would have to be constructed to reach or service
the facility.
