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Refined Project

Based on feedback provided during the Planning Commission hearing, we reduced the
permanent footprint from 713 to 475 acres and total turbines from 72 to 48, with fewer roads,

stream crossings and impacts to habitat and wildlife.

Key refinements include:

e Removed 24 turbines

e Decreased turbine tip height by 10%

e Condensed Project Area by 50%

e Reduced permanent and temporary disturbance by 33% and 35%

These refinements respect private property rights while also bringing tremendous
benefits to Shasta County.
