The attachments include commercially sensitive transmission planning and cost
information that falls within the definitions of “trade secret” and has independent economic value from not
being generally known to the public or to the Applicant’s competitors. Disclosure of attachments A, B, C, D, and
E may cause a loss of competitive advantage to the Applicant, as competitors could ascertain transmission
planning and cost information that may affect bids in competitive solicitations. Attachments A, B, C, D, and E
are also non-public documents that include commercially sensitive, transmission planning and cost information
related to the siting of a wind energy facility, exempt from disclosure under section 7927.605(a). The Applicant
understands that CAISO maintains as confidential all commercially sensitive information relating to a
submitter’s technology, research and development, business affairs, and pricing contained in interconnection
study documents for the term of the interconnection agreement. The CEC previously maintained as
confidential the Applicant’s CAISO System Impact Study, see TN 248746, and should similarly maintain this
additional CAISO information as confidential.

The Applicant considered whether it would be possible to aggregate or mask portions of the trade secret

information (attachments A, B, C, D, and E), and it may be possible to aggregate or redact certain portions.
However, the Applicant requests that the CEC consult with both the CAISO and the Applicant to make this
determination to ensure that important trade secret information is not disclosed.
