c. If the agreement or arbiter’s decision submitted 30 days prior to site mobilization is limited to funding
during construction, then, provided the property tax exclusion still applies, the project owner must provide
to the CPM for review and approval an agreement or arbiter’s decision to cover the remaining period of
the project at least 30 days prior to the completion of construction.
d. Upon approval of the agreement or arbiter’s decision by the CPM, the project owner shall commence
payment of the initial funding and annual funding. If the agreement or arbiter's decision is provided later
than 30 days prior to the start of site mobilization, funding will be made retroactive to cover from the start
date of site mobilization.
