David,

The first annual report, which will have information for both the 2011 and 2012
calendar years, is due by September 1, 2013, or 30 days after the effective date of
the regulations, whichever is later (probably the latter). Any RECs that you wish to
retire toward 2011 or 2012 should be retired before the reporting deadline to
include them in your annual report.

The historic carryover report is due within 90 days of the effective date of the
regulations, so all historic carryover RECs must be retired before that point to
include them in the report and claim them toward your RPS.
