With water projects currently being planned in California, annual
electricity demand of the state's water supply is expected to increase
to 48,000 gigawatt hours from 42,000 gigawatt hours, Averyt said.


The largest individual consumer of electricity in California is the
State Water Project, the set of pumps and aqueduct system that sends
water from Northern California to residents and farmers in Southern
California.


Water-related energy use represents 19 percent of California's
electricity consumption, using 30 percent of the state's natural gas
and burning 88 billion gallons of diesel fuel annually, according to a
2014 Congressional Research Service report. Up to 40 percent of a
city's government's energy bill can be consumed by its water and
wastewater treatment systems, and up to 13 percent of U.S. electric
power use nationwide is water-related, the report says.


Across the West, about 20 percent of total electric power generation is
used for supplying and heating water, including the region's most
energy-intensive water project, Central Arizona Project. The CAP
stretches 300 miles and climbs 3,000 feet in elevation before
delivering Colorado River water to Phoenix.


"I find it really interesting that in the current situation and in a
future where we have diminished water supplies as a consequence of
climate variability and change, we're pumping water from great depths
and great distances and over great mountain ranges that can compromise
our ability to mitigate greenhouse gas emissions depending on where the
electricity is coming from," Averyt said.
